Students must 

have an average of at least 75% in 3.0 principal courses, including 

Psychology 1000 or 1000W/X, Mathematics 1228A/B, Statistical 

Sciences 1024A/B, plus 1.0 additional course at the 1000 level, with no 

mark in these principal courses below 60%. 

 

Admission Requirements after Second or Third Year 

Students who wish to enter the Honors Specialization in Psychology 

after second or third year must meet the requirements for admission 

after first year, and have a minimum cumulative average of 75% in all 

Psychology courses that will count toward the module, with no mark 

below 60% in any of these courses. 

 

Progression Requirements 

Minimum cumulative modular average of 75% with a minimum 

grade of 60% in each course of the module, and a passing grade in each 

option.
