A major in Middle East Studies reflects the programming possibilities that arise from a newly-established synergy of 

academic expertise in the Middle East on Western main campus and at King’s University College, especially in 

history, philosophy, and religious studies.   

 

Admission Requirements: 

❑ Completion of first-year requirements, with a minimum mark of 60% in three principal courses. It is 

recommended that students in first year take a first-year History course and a language course in one of Arabic, 

Persian or Hebrew.
