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The Jesse Tree is an ancient tradition that prepares us for Christmas during the season of
Advent. The Jesse Tree helps tell the story of the genealogy of Jesus from creation to His
birth! The name “The Jesse Tree” actually gets its name from the prophecy of Isaiah 11:1
“'And there shall come forth a rod out of the root of Jesse, and a flower shall rise up out
of his root.” And so, the basic premise of this is to have a tree or a form of a "branch" to

place the ornaments or trinkets.  Each ornament is different, symbolizing a different part
of the story. 

During November, parishioners of Christ the King University Parish came together to
create 24 ornaments to share with our church. This was done several ways. For example,
some families made salt dough ornaments or used a simple paper template, coloured or

painted their design. Some even found wooden templates to paint! Thank you to all those
