Climate Grief and Eco-Anxiety 

Course Description: Climate disruption has increased eco-anxiety, ecological distress, climate grief, and solastalgia. Climate grief has 

largely remained disenfranchised and misunderstood. This course will examine the growing body of climate grief 

research, psychoterratic syndromes, disaster mental health services, ecotherapy, climate psychology, psychogeography, climate 

fatalism, stress responses and trauma related to climate change. 
 
This course is one of many offered in the Certificate in Ecological Justice and Climate Ethics a joint venture of the Philosophy and 
Social Justice and Peace Studies departments.

Course objectives and intentions  

Participants will  

1. Examine the personal and professional impact of climate change and the grief associated with it.   
2. Understand the terminology, key concepts, and principles associated with climate grief, eco-anxiety and solastalgia. 
3. Investigate the many types of grief responses and interventions.  
4. Engage in critical thinking and discussions of space, geography, memorialization, presence, and absence, loss of landmarks 

and history.    
5. Examine the impact of disasters (flooding, mudslides, fires, rising sea levels, depleted resources) on individuals, families, 

communities, first responders, crisis teams.  
6. Develop awareness of the sensitivities attached to feelings of inevitability, overwhelm. 
7. Demonstrate awareness of the importance of rituals, culture, supports services, program initiatives.    
8. Explore current research in climate grief, traumatic grief in response to climate catastrophes.  
9. Awareness of personal beliefs, attitudes, and experiences of climate grief and eco-anxiety.  

 

Thanatology 3331F/G is an academic university level course. While the course may contribute to the student’s personal growth, 
grades will be assigned based on academic achievement and mastery over the material covered. It is recommended that a student 
who is recently bereaved, has experienced a traumatic loss in the last year or is currently providing end of life care for a loved one 
either consider not taking Thanatology 3331 at this time, or ensure appropriate support is available during the duration of the course 
and afterward as needed. Please email the instructor privately if you have any questions about this.

Students are permitted one academic consideration request without supporting documentation per term per 
course. 

Instructors may designate one assessment per half-course weight as requiring formal supporting documentation.

In some cases, where instructors have built flexibility into their assessments, this flexibility will already address 
consideration needs and further consideration may be denied. Please refer to the course outline for each course. 

Academic consideration for examinations scheduled by the Office of the Registrar always requires documentation.

Absences from Final Examinations 

If you miss the final examination, contact the Academic Advising Office of your faculty/college of registration as 
soon as you are able to do so.

You may also be eligible to write the Special Exam if you are in a “Multiple Exam Situation” (e.g., more than 2 
exams in 23-hour period, or more than 3 exams in a 47-hour period). 

If a student fails to write a scheduled Special Examination, the date of the next Special Examination (if granted) 
normally will be the scheduled date for the final exam the next time this course is offered. The maximum course 
load for that term will be reduced by the credit of the course(s) for which the final examination has been deferred.

Participants in this course are not permitted to record the sessions, except where recording is an approved 
accommodation and/or the participant has the prior written permission of the instructor. Unauthorized recording 
and/or sharing of class content is subject to academic discipline. 

 
7. Policy on Attendance 

Any student who, in the opinion of the instructor, is absent too frequently from class or laboratory periods in any 
course, will be reported to the Dean of the Faculty offering the course, after due warning has been given. On the 
recommendation of the department concerned, and with the permission of the Dean of that Faculty, the student 
will be debarred from taking the regular examination in the course.
