ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Admission Requirements

e Graduate from Fanshawe’s SSW Diploma

e Complete the diploma within two years of applying to the BSW program

e Minimum cumulative GPA of 3.5

e No grade less than “C” (2.0 GPA)

e Letter of Endorsement from the Chair of the School of Community Studies

e Completion of complete 2.0 additional credits (Writing 1020F/G, 1.0 Science credit, and 0.5 elective)
during the May- July term at King’s (with minimum overall average of 70%)

e Completion of the CASPer test as part of the BSW admission process

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HOW TO APPLY

Follow all steps below:
Step 1: Apply to King’s University College

Submit an undergraduate application through King’s
Internal Undergraduate Application with program code
EKS by March 1. Note: If you are applying to another
university in Ontario you must complete an OUAC
application.

Step 2: Set Up Your Western Identity

Once your application is received, you will be
provided with instructions to activate your
Western Identity, which gives you access to
King’s Applicant Status Portal.

Step 3: Complete the BSW Application

Submit the online BSW application to the School of
Social Work by March 15 through the King’s Applicant
Portal. This link can also be found in your undergraduate
application checklist.
